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INTRODUCTION

This document appraises the sustainability of each individual option included in the Brentford Plan Options paper-June 2005.

It details the assessment of the options that have been produced for public consultation in order to assist in the consideration of the impact of each option on detailed sustainability criteria. This appraisal will also assist in the drafting of preferred options, which represents the next stage in the planning process.

This document is based on the Draft Sustainability Appraisal Scoping Report for the Hounslow Local Development Framework completed in May 2005. The assessment involves the appraisal of the developed options against the Sustainability Appraisal objectives developed in the scoping document. The SEA Directive states that reasonable alternatives must be considered at this stage that take into account the overall objectives and scope of the plan.

The process undertaken to assess the options uses the sustainability appraisal scoping report, specifically the Sustainability Appraisal objectives. The options have been tested against these objectives. The appraisal highlights the sustainability implications of the options which will assist in people’s consideration with regards to the most appropriate way to plan for the future of the Brentford Area. It is not the role of this Sustainability Appraisal to make the final decision as to which strategy or policy approach is the most appropriate.

Positive, negative neutral and questionable effects are considered. Any areas of negative or uncertain effects on sustainability are noted and discussed. The consideration of options is therefore undertaken on a four point scale from possible conflict to positive compatibility. This approach is designed to be iterative, with the option being refine following public consultation and taking account of the findings of the Sustainability Appraisal.

The structure of the report will analyse the various options under the following headings.

Regeneration

Housing

Town centre

Employment

Transport and Access 

Environmental care and local priorities

Health, Education and Community facilities

The options are considered against the Sustainability Appraisal objectives in a matrix format. Where potential sustainability issues arise these are discussed in more detail in supporting tables.

1. Regeneration Options

The regeneration options present a variety of actions and objectives that people may consider to be the most appropriate in order to continue the regeneration process in Brentford.

The options are appraised in matrix format with tables detailing where negative or questionable sustainability issues arise.
