Years of underfunding by previous 
governments means our overall budget 
is signifcantly down in real terms.

All of that has left us little choice but 
to raise Council Tax by 4.99% so we can 
maintain the services people rely on, deliver 
value for money as we modernise services, 
invest in growth and support those in need.

found Hounslow to be one of eight 
London Boroughs not adequately 
funded to meet need 

Î Our population is ageing, with one 
in eight of us now 65 and older 

Î More than one in every fve of our 
households is home to dependent 
children 

Î In the decade to 2021 only 23 of 
327 UK council areas saw faster 
population growth 

Î While our health outcomes are close 
to average, the King’s Fund has 
found Hounslow has fewer health 
resources than the national 
average 

Î There are almost 20,000 18-64 year 
olds in Hounslow with hypertension, 
15,000 with depression and 2,200 
with both 

Î We have one of the largest 
proportions of overweight or 
obese residents in London 

Î GPs support around 33,500 with 
blood pressure issues and around

Î Lack of affordable housing for 
local residents 

Î While Hounslow sees fewer criminal 
offences than most English regions 
and is in the bottom half of London’s 
Boroughs, residents have concerns

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How to pay your 
Council Tax 
There are three easy ways to pay your Council Tax bill. 

Option 1: 

Direct Debit is the best and easiest way 
Go online to www.hounslow.gov.uk/counciltax where you can set up a 
direct debit straight away using your account number and online key which you 
will fnd on the front of your bill. 

Option 2: 

Online – Visit www.hounslow.gov.uk/pay and select one the options under 
‘Council tax and benefts’. 

Option 3: 

Call 0300 7906 871 and quote the account/invoice number at the front of your bill, 
following the prompts you will hear. 

Payments can be made 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Calls cost no more than 
national rate calls to 01 or 02 numbers, from a landline or mobile. 

Other ways to pay: 
You can pay in person at any PayPoint Outlet or any Post Offce. Please check at 
www.paypoint.co.uk/paypointlocator for your nearest one and its opening times. 

Remember to take your Council Tax bill with you as they will need to scan the barcode 
on the front of this bill. You can also download the Allpay App from the Apple store or 
Google Pay anytime, anywhere. 

Please note the Council no longer accepts cheques as a method of payment. The following 
cards will not be accepted: Diners Club, Electron and American Express.

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Our Council Tax Support 
scheme is changing  
Our Council Tax Support scheme, which ofers fnancial support to residents 
on low-incomes with their Council Tax bill, is changing from April 2025. This 
follows a thorough consultation with residents and community groups to 
make the scheme fairer.  

What are the changes?  
Our aim is to make the scheme fairer, 
ensuring families, larger households  
and carers receive vital support. The 
changes will also help address the Council’s 
current £30 million funding shortfall.  
The changes mean: 

� Some residents who previously did not 
have to pay Council Tax will now have 
to start paying. 

� The fnancial discount towards your 
Council Tax Bill may increase or 
decrease. 

The changes to the scheme affect only 
residents who are of ‘working age’ (over 
age of 18) regardless of whether they are 
working or in receipt of benefts. These 
changes do not affect pensioners.   

When will the changes 
happen?  
Residents affected by the changes will have 
received a letter explaining the changes. 

The changes will come into effect on 
Tuesday 1 April. 
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What to do next?  
Your new bill will outline how much your 
Council Tax bill is. 

You can also ring 020 8583 4242, press 
one and speak to an advisor who can talk 
you through the changes. 

Make a plan for how to play 
The safest, quickest and easiest way to pay 
is by Direct Debit. More information on 
how to pay can be found in this booklet. 
You can also ring 020 8583 4242 to 
discuss the possibility of paying your 
Council Tax in 12-monthly installments 
(rather than in ten-monthly installments) 
with an advisor. 

Support to handle  
the change 
If you think you will struggle fnancially 
with the changes, contact Citizens 
Advice Hounslow. You can ring their 
freephone adviceline number  
0808 278 7830 for independent 
advice and confdential support. 

The Council has also established a 
Hardship Fund for residents who might 
struggle with an increase in payments 
towards their Council Tax bill, details 
of how to access this will be made 
available on our website shortly. 

Other sources of 
support 
There is also a range of help available to 
families on lower incomes, such as free 
school meals and school uniform grants. 

Many people do not claim all of the 
benefts to which they are entitled. 
You can use our benefts calculator 
anonymously anytime and it’s free.

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Bringing key services 
closer to your doorstep  
As part of our ambition to deliver services closer to residents’ homes, 
we have Community Hubs across Hounslow that ofer advice, support 
and guidance. 

We are committed to making it easier for 
local people to seek help and advice – 
tackling key concerns earlier and enabling 
them to access the services that are 
available to them locally. 

What is a Community 
Hub?  
A Community Hub is a free support service, 
run with community partners, that brings 
helpful services under one roof. Residents 
can get a range of support and advice on 
things that matter to them, such as housing, 
money management, jobs and wellbeing. 

For example, if you’re struggling with 
rising energy bills or you are worried about 
debt, our Community Hub advisors can 
guide and support you by working with 
Hounslow Council teams or community 
partners to resolve your issues. They will be 
able to offer guidance on fnancial support, 
help you access benefts, and connect you 
with services that may assist with housing 
and energy costs. 

I was stressed and anxious about 
the faulty cooker and washing 
machine in my home when I 
visited my local Community Hub. 
A Community Hub advisor sat 
down with me, listened to my 
worries and helped me come up 
with solutions to fx everything. 

“She helped me to get back in 
control of my bills and debt, and 
organised food parcels for me 
and my cat, while I got back on 
my feet. 

“I’m so glad I visited my 
Community Hub, people there 
were friendly and supportive. It’s 
an awful feeling when things slip 
beyond your control, I’d advise 
anyone else who feels like this, 
to visit their local Community 
Hub too.”
