We will not pay for any claim that is in any way fraudulent or exaggerated.

What are my obligations?

You must take reasonable care to provide full and accurate information to all questions asked. Your answers must be true to the
best of your knowledge and belief. Your answers will form the basis on which the insurance policy has been offered. If you become
aware that information you have given us is inaccurate or has changed, you must inform us as soon as possible. Failure to do this
may invalidate your policy and claims may not be paid.

You must follow our claims process and comply with the claims conditions set out your policy documentation.

You must provide us with honest, accurate and complete information and inform us, without delay, of any changes in your
circumstances. Failure to do so may invalidate your cover. In the event of a claim, you must notify us as soon as possible and in any
event within 30 days of an event that may give rise to a claim.

You will need to let us negotiate, defend or settle any disputes or claims on your behalf. You will also need to let us take legal action
in your name to get back any payment we have made under this policy.

When and how do | pay?

You may be able to pay monthly, fortnightly or weekly. Please speak to your administrator about the options available to you.

When does the cover start and end?
If you pay annually this policy runs for 12 months and the start and end dates are shown on your certificate of insurance.

If you pay by monthly, fortnightly or weekly instalments, this policy will remain in force from the start date shown on your certificate
of insurance for as long as you continue to pay your premium or until we are instructed to cancel. We will send you an annual
anniversary letter providing you with details of your cover.

How do | cancel the contract?

Cancellation within 14 days: You have 14 days from when you receive your policy documents or the commencement date of your
policy (whichever is later). Providing a claim has not been made, a full refund of premium will be provided.

Cancellation after 14 days: You can cancel the policy any time after the 14 days, providing no claim has been made we will refund a
percentage of the premium paid in proportion to the period of insurance left unused.
