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Step outside the front door and

restdents will notice that Hounslow
has gone a little bit greener.

It's all part of an exciting initiative
to promote biodiversity and support
wildlife throughout the borough.

Yes, this summer, Hounslow has gone
back to nature.

Throughout the summer, selected parks
and green spaces on housing estates are
part of a range of projects all aimed at
encouraging our local flora and fauna
to flourish.

Hounslow’s Natural Summer builds on
previous years' No Mow May events,
which have seen the grass left uncut in
some of the borough'’s green spaces. It
means that some grassy areas are being
left to grow for the season to allow
nature to take its course and wildflowers
and pollinators such as bees, to thrive.

Creating these natural green oases
can help capture carbon from the
atmosphere, reduce pollution and give
local wildlife a much-needed boost.

Other initiatives introduced as part of
Hounslow’s Natural Summer include

creating 26 new ‘bug hotels’ on housing
land and estates to provide safe havens
for mini beasts such as pollinators and
those that keep garden pests at bay.

The Council is also increasing the
number of dedicated wildflower
locations in the borough over the
next 12 months, with seeds starting

to be resown in the autumn of 2024
and ready to bloom in the spring and
summer of 2025.

Leader of Hounslow
Council, ClIr Shantanu
Rajawat, said: “This
summer we are celebrating
Hounslow’s rich natural
heritage and biodiversity. Our borough
is one of the greenest in London and
our parks continually win Green Flag
Awards as being the best in London.
With approximately 40 per cent of the
area comprising parks and open spaces,
we want to build on our impressive
green credentials by giving our open
spaces the chance to breathe and create
stunning new habitats for our wildlife
and wildflowers.”

Residents of Hounslow and local
community groups can get involved
with Hounslow’s Natural Summer in
many ways, including:

= Create a mini-wildlife haven in your
front or back garden by putting
your lawnmower away and letting
the grass grow

= The school summer holidays are
a perfect time to go wildlife and
wildflower spotting in one of the
borough’s many parks

= If you live in high-rise flats, you can
spruce up your balcony with potted
plants or flowers.

Residents can also spread the word
about #HounslowsNaturalSummer with
their friends and through social media.

A BUG’S LIFE

Last year the Council and Lampton
Services gave the green light to build
26 bug hotels in selected housing
areas to help improve the biodiversity
of our borough.

These eye-catching constructions
offer our valuable pollinators such as
bees and butterflies handy hideaways
and provide creature comforts for
those bugs that help to control
garden pests.

Lampton also decided to introduce
natural wildflowers to the grassy
areas around the bug hotels to

help increase biodiversity and boost
animal activity around these creature
features, which have been a great
success.

Based on the positive feedback,
the Council has received, it will be
building more bug hotels over the
summer to double the number that
already exist.

WILD FACTS ABOUT

HOUNSLOW:

How green is green?

Hounslow is one of the greenest
boroughs in London with 1,568
hectares of publicly accessible space
across 165 parks and areas of open
land. That is more than 2,000 football
pitches devoted to nature.

Stag party

Hounslow is one of west London's
hotspots for Stag Beetles. This
protected species is Britain’s largest
beetle and has a designated home
in Boston Manor Park, called a Stag
Beetle Loggery.

Rainy Days

Hounslow Heath’s heathland is a
habitat that is even rarer than the
rainforests and supports an array
of wildlife including the Dartford
Warbler.

Wild at home

Hounslow contains one the most
important wildlife habitats... your
garden! Whether it is private or
communal, these green spaces

are vital to helping wildlife and
wildflowers thrive, so give them the
care they deserve.

DFN Project SEARCH is a year-long
supported internship for young people
with learning disabilities and/or autism
and the 2023/24 cohort have now
graduated after an awards ceremony at
West Thames College.

The interns have been gaining valuable

experience of the world of work at Thorpe

Park, London Twickenham Stadium Hotel
and Hounslow Council.

A number have already secured full time

paid employment with all other graduates
actively applying for permanent positions.

West Thames College, Hounslow Council,
and supported employment experts
Kaleidoscope provide wrap-round support
for the interns including job coaching,
classroom instruction and hands-on skills
training in the workplace.

Over the past ten years through this
initiative, Hounslow has supported over
100 young people into full-time paid
employment with 78% of our graduates
securing paid employment.

Thames College said: “We're delighted
to be part of a programme that provides
such crucial employment support to local
young people with learning disabilities.
The programme’s success is down to the

hard work of partners, families and young
people who strive to overcome significant

Youth Bonds is an ongoing project
based at The Bridge facility next door to
Southville School, off Bedfont Lane.

It's run by Hounslow Action for Youth,
better known as HAY, a charity that
have been serving disadvantaged young
people and their families in the borough
since 1986.

HAY are currently based at Marjory
Kinnon School in Bedfont, a special
facility for boys and girls aged 4-16 years
of age.

Bhavani Kotecha, Youth Bonds’ Project
Manager explains the ethos behind this
established service:

"Youth Bonds has been running for
several years, but this funding enables
us to continue finessing the service

and meet current need. In essence it's
a holistic approach that involves young
people, their parents, social workers,
and teachers.

“Post Covid, families were quite
fractured and there was a lack of
services that work with kids. It's about
developing relationships with them
and their families, building trust and
emotional regulation.

“It's also very important to let the young
people know that it's OK to talk and

our sessions allow kids to feel they're in
a safe space. All our staff from trustees
down are ‘trauma informed’ and we

use a therapeutic approach by Karen

Results can be improved mental

health in families that become more
attuned to each other’s needs through
better relationships and improved
communication. Families that access
Youth Bonds can also be assured that
there’s also plenty of outdoor space for
kids to let off steam, as HAY use The
Bridge's facilities four nights a week.
Youth Bonds also offers a free transport
service to and from group sessions.

Additionally, the children also get the
chance to visit local sites like Chiswick
House and Gardens where they can learn
new skills through volunteering and
access free tickets to Hampton Court
Palace for themselves and families.

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Parents and carers can join one of
three Parent and Carer panels in the
Family Hubs in Brentford, Hounslow or
Feltham to discuss and share feedback
on the services and support they need.

Meeting once every two months, the
panels provide a relaxed and safe
environment for parents and carers

to have their say, meet childcare and
health professionals, receive updates on
local services and support for families,
and learn childcare tips from other
parents.

Cllr Samia Chaudhary,
Cabinet Member for
Education, Children, Skills
and Employment, said:
“The Parent and Carer
panels demonstrate the Council’s work
with parents to improve services and
support, ensuring their needs are best
served. Since the rollout of the Family
Hubs in September 2023, over 5,000
parents and children have received help.

“Hounslow Family Hubs have been a
single point of contact for families to
access services and support, closer to
their home, from the Council and its
partners. Over the course of the year,

the hubs will introduce new services
such as infant feeding peer support. In
addition to early years, there will be
help for children aged five and above
and for teenagers.”

Following a successful Family Fun Day
in April, Hounslow Family Hubs will
host another free summer fun day for
families on Thursday, 8 August, 12pm -
3pm, at Old Isleworthians.

CARE EXPERIENCED
YOUNG PEOPLE

A new project offering mentoring
support to help care experienced
young people aged 16-24 to
‘REACH + Succeed’ in their lives has
launched across the borough.

Young people can get personalised
help with the challenges that can
make it difficult for them to move
into a good job. Individuals on the
programme are assigned a senior
engagement mentor who will
work with them at their own pace,
focussing on building confidence
and self-motivation, improving
wellbeing and mental health, and
developing the skills and qualities
needed in the workplace.

SUMMER

The Hounslow Holiday Activities and
Food programme (HAF) will once again
take place over the summer school
holidays from 29 July to 30 August.

Families with children aged between
five and 16 years who are entitled to
benefits related free school meals can
attend 16 sessions on a wide variety
of HAF activities for free including a
nutritious meal every day they attend.
With a primary and secondary offer all
eligible children will have something
suitable that they can participate in.

From sports, games, cooking,
computing coding, music, arts and

crafts, high ropes, Hobbledown Heath
and much more, these activities are

fun and enriching for children and
young people. They can be more active,
improve their mental health and eat
more healthily over the holidays. They
can also make new friends and socialise
in a safe environment.

The popular HAF programme takes
place during the summer, Easter and
winter school holidays with more
than 2,000 children and young people
registering to join last summer.

Feedback from parents has been
incredibly positive with 99% of parents
saying that their child was more active
over the holidays and 95% of them
saying that attending the activities
improved their child’s mental health
over the holidays.

The children also had their say, with
77% of children saying they ate more
healthily while 90% said that they
made new friends.

NEW CHILDCARE SUPPORT
FOR CHILDREN AGED 9 -
23 MONTHS

From September 2024, eligible
working parents with children
between nine months and up to
two years old can access 15 hours of
free childcare per week. Before 31
August 2024, working parents can
apply to get their code to share it
with their childcare provider.

To be eligible, the parent of the child
(and their partner where applicable)
must be working and earning a
salary equivalent to 16 hours a week
at the national minimum or living
wage and under £100,000 adjusted
net income per year.

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ILLEGAL

Thousands of cigarettes and other items
have been taken out of circulation
following a crackdown from the Council,
which has left three borough shop
owners coughing up hefty fines.

In two separate inspections officers
found large quantities of cigarettes,
hand-rolling tobacco and smokeless
tobacco, typically used for chewing, that
did not comply with packaging laws,
along with a quantity of counterfeit
cigarettes.

Under UK law all tobacco products
must be sold in plain standardised

packaging which carries easy-to-read
warnings about the harm that their
use causes to people’s health.

In March 2023, officers inspected the
premises of Khatta Meetha Ltd on Bath
Road, Hounslow. They found on sale 557
packets of 20 cigarettes and 41 packets
of 10, 99 loose cigarettes, 21 pouches

of hand-rolling tobacco, 2,335 packs of
smokeless tobacco and 13kgs of shisha
tobacco.

Business owner, Mohammed Zafar

was charged with offences under UK
tobacco sales laws and admitted the
offences at a hearing before Uxbridge
Magistrates. At sentencing in March
2024, the company was fined £400 for
each of six offences, making a total
fine of £2,400, ordered to pay a victim
surcharge of £960 and costs of £844. As
the director, he was given a 12-month
Community Order with £5,000 costs and
a victim surcharge of £114.

In a separate incident, Council officers
visited the premises of Meet Food and
Wine on Harlington Road West, Feltham

where they found 330 packets of 20
cigarettes, five kilograms of rolling
tobacco and 309 packs of smokeless
tobacco.

At a hearing in April 2024, company
directors Valinder Singh Arora and
Gurnam Singh Canijlo admitted seven
offences and were given a £5,000 fine,
with £6,192 costs and a victim surcharge
of £2,000.

In both cases, the seized tobacco was
sent to be destroyed.

e Cllr Raghwinder Siddhu,
Cabinet Member for Public
Safety, Regulatory Services
and Enforcement, said: “It
is important that people
are clear about the harm that smoking
can cause, this is why UK law demands
that cigarette packaging shares warning
messages in a clear and accessible way.

“These businesses denied their customers
this information and sold illegal and fake
products, putting personal gain before
the health of local people.

“l commend the work of our trading
standards officers in uncovering these
crimes and bringing the perpetrators
to court. | hope this case sends a clear
message that we will not tolerate
harmful, criminal behaviour here in
Hounslow.”

JOINING FORCES

When it comes to making housing
estates safer places to live, Hounslow
Council works with partners in the
fight against crime and anti-social
behaviour.

Housing Police team members PS Neil
Witcombe and PC Caroline Baxter

The Council is funding a dedicated
police team to respond to our tenants’
concerns and help them with safety
issues. The team is funded through
the Housing Revenue Account and
serves the Council’s stock of 13,600
properties. Working alongside Council
staff, the team makes welfare checks
on tenants and makes contact with
young people on our estates.

The team targets criminal activity
within the estates including drug
use and cuckooing which is where
criminals take over someone’s home
for criminal activities.

The Housing police team operates

outside standard hours and works

closely with Housing/ASB teams, so
jointly they can respond quickly to
residents’ complaints.

Cllr Sue Sampson,
Cabinet Member for
Housing Management
and Homelessness, said:
"We take safety and
wellbeing on our estates extremely
seriously, which is why we are excited
to be working closely with our
partners in the police team to give our
tenants the reassurance they need.”

BIN STORE BONUS

FOR HOUSING

TENANTS

Plans to replace out-of-date bin rooms and chutes in high and
nmud-rise Council blocks continue to provide tenants with safety

and reassurance.

Acting on the recommendations from
fire risk assessments and addressing
the concerns of tenants, the Council
has removed them from 15 housing
locations across the borough, and
instead replaced them with modern,
clean external bin stores.

It means that flat-dwellers now bring
their waste and recycling out to a
communal area away from their homes,
ready to be collected by refuse teams.

The programme has been extended
following the success of an initial
chute replacement project at Brentford
Towers.

Tenants were worried that the chutes
posed a potential fire risk, while the bin
rooms attract anti-social behaviour.

The Council worked with industry
experts MetroSTOR to install the

brand-new bin storage areas, which
are already proving to be a big hit
with tenants, refuse collectors and the
Council’s caretaking team.

Feedback includes comments on how
much more pleasant and free from

odour and litter the areas have become.

Removing the chutes and bin rooms has
freed up our estate caretakers’ time to
concentrate on other issues.

The external bin areas have been
designed to make it easier and safer for
the refuse collection team to access and
empty the bins, resulting in a quicker,
cleaner service.

The project has also seen recycling rates
soar by 30 per cent, with it now being
easier than ever to separate the waste
and place it in the appropriate bin.

Located on Green Lane, the Clements
Court project is an infill development
on the existing Clements Court Estate,
delivering 48 new homes built by the
Council’s construction partner Wates.
The design focuses on modern living
and environmental sustainability.

The CCS Awards celebrate excellence in
construction, recognising innovation,
community respect, environmental care,
and workforce value. Judges praised
the Clements Court project for its
commitment to construction innovation,
communication with residents, carbon
footprint reduction initiatives, and
excellent workplace facilities.

The project involved demolishing single-
storey garages to create three new
buildings with 48 homes, a central space
with play equipment, seating, cycle
stores, and bin storage.

New, secure and accessible cycle hangars
will be rolled out across the borough for
people in flats and older terraced houses,
which don’t have access to secure cycle
parking. It is also a condition that all new
developments install covered and secure
cycle parking, to make sure of provision,
moving forwards.

The Council has committed £230,000
to cycle parking in the last year and is
now working on enclosures near tower
blocks, including Brentford Towers and
the Ivybridge Estate. It will also provide
new, on-street cycle stands by choosing
locations that are busy and overlooked.
There are already 40 bike hangars, that
hold 240 bikes, across Hounslow. The
council has secured funding to install a
further 18 in the next nine months.

Local people can find their nearest bike
parking on the Cyclehoop website or
request a bike hangar on their road by
searching ‘residential cycle parking’ on
the council website.

Hounslow Council celebrated Fostering
Fortnight (13-26 May) by sharing a diverse
range of ‘moments’ from across the
borough’s fostering community and hosted
a series of events where anyone curious
about fostering could find out more about
changing a young person'’s life.

In line with the awareness fortnight’s
theme #FosteringMoments, Hounslow
gathered a diverse range of experiences
from Foster Carers, Cared for Children and
Social Workers.

Among them was Sally, who considers
herself and husband Simon ‘veteran’ carers,
having looked after over a dozen children
during a career that spans nearly a decade.
She said:

“l met one of our older fostered children
last year, it was the first time since he left
us a few years ago — he'd grown about
four feet! We had a chat and he asked how
the family were and everything, and then
just as we were going our separate ways

he reached out and hugged me! It is not
something he did when he lived with us,
and he just said: ‘Thank you.’

"It was recognition that he needed us
and that wasn't always apparent at the
time! We've had official recognition
when we were judged outstanding by
fourteen panellists, but this was different,
unexpected, and special.”

Aziza is an Organisational Development
and Learning Partner Apprentice at
Hounslow Council. She also has lived
experience of the care system and
remembers when she first met her foster
carer:

“| still remember the day | was placed like
it was yesterday. | was 12 years old, and
after six weeks of staying in paediatric
care, | was finally released into the care

of my foster mother. | remember sitting

in that meeting room at the hospital,

not knowing what or more importantly,
who to expect. When she arrived, her
warm smile immediately put me at ease.
Admittedly, | was nervous and anxious,
but the fact she welcomed me in with
open arms and treated me like a daughter
moulded me into the assertive, self-assured
young woman | am today.”
