In this Order, except where the context otherwise requires, the following expressions have
the meanings hereby respectively assigned to them:

“Authorised Person” means a Police Community Support Officer, an Accredited Person or a
Traffic Marshal authorised by the Council, where:

i) “Police Community Support Officer” means a person who has been so designated by
the Metropolitan Police Service as provided for by Section 38 of the Police Reform
Act 2002;

i) “accredited person” means a person who has been accredited by the Metropolitan
Police Service under the Community Safety Accreditation Scheme as provided for by
Section 41 of that Act; and

i) “Traffic Marshall” means a person trained to direct traffic.

and in either case whilst exercising the powers of a Police Community Support Officer or
an Accredited Person that person is wearing an approved uniform as provided for by
Section 42(2) of that Act;

“Authorised Vehicle” means any vehicle which has its vehicle registration number listed as
has been granted exemption by the Council from any prohibition or restriction contained in
Article 4;

“Authorised Road User” means any vehicle which is being driven by any driver in an
Authorised Vehicle which has been granted exemption by the Council from any prohibition or
restriction contained in Article 4

“Brentford Community Stadium Event Day” means any such day when an event is taking
place at the GTech Community Stadium, Capital Interchange Way, Brentford where
restrictions will come into operation four hours before an event starting and remain in
operation until two hours after an event has finished;

“Council” means the Council of the London Borough of Hounslow;

“‘Forge Lane island site” means the triangle island at or adjacent to the junction of Forge
Lane and Green Lane, Hanworth;

LT

“Bus”, “Goods Vehicle”, “Local Bus” “Pedal Cycle” and “Taxi” means the same meanings as
in the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016%; and

“National Highways” means the company appointed as a highway authority by the Secretary
of State for Transport.

“‘New Road Island Site” means the triangle island at or adjacent to the junction of New Road
and Hounslow Road, Feltham”

"Permit Holder® means any driver who is driving an Authorised Vehicle which has been
granted exemption by the Council from any prohibition or restriction contained in Article 4
and whose vehicle is listed on the list of Authorised Road User vehicle registration numbers
held by the Council.

“School Term Time” means those days of the year which have been determined as school
days by the Council as Local Education Authority in accordance with Section 21 of the
Education (No.2) Act 1986

“Traffic Officer” means the same meaning given in section 100(5) of the 1984 Act.
